	Environmental Considerations 
· Use in any environment and take it on the go.
Positioning
· Use in any position and on most surfaces.
Basic Play/Use
· Record the message and press the switch top to activate the message.
Extended Play/Use
· Provide instructions, make requests, share information, communicate bathroom needs, use as labels for classroom centers/areas.
Play/Use with Others
· Make games interactives (Simon Says), add communication to toys/appliances, repeat phrases during story time.
· Send a message to others.
	Stabilize It
· Use Dycem under the item or attach Velcro.
Add Sensory Cues 
· Add sensory cues to the activation button such as puffy stickers, puffy paints, different textures, or change the button color. 
Communication Support
· Vocabulary words would depend on the activity.
Alternative Uses
· Link together or Velcro to foam board to provide choices, visual/auditory sequence/steps, provide first/then support, or construct simple sentences/phrases.
